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THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,
Concerned about the effects pf climate change including rise in sea levels and possible loss of island nations, harm to biodiversity habitat, loss of polar ice caps, and loss of fertile land,
Aware that much of this damage is due to the use of fossil fuels in industry as well as transportation,
Recognizing the efforts of many nations to develop methods of energy reduction which do not contribute to greenhouse gasses such as hydroelectric, wind, solar, and nuclear energy,

1. Urges countries to pursue renewable energy source development and implementation based on the recourses available to them by implementing a United Nations committee to oversee the changes and decide on the funding,
2. Condemns the exploitation of forests and calls for each nation to reduce deforestation at its own discretion but under the supervision of the United Nations.

3. Requests that members look to current zero-carbon cities as models and to make efforts towards implementing systems in order to decrease emissions. 
4. Urges more developed countries to work towards improving their clean energy efforts as well as investing in developing nations in order to provide funding for less developed countries.
5. Calls upon nations to develop and improve renewable energies in public transportation as well as educating the public about climate change and how it is affecting the world.
6. Encourages nations to place a tax on cars that do not meet a minimum MPG requirement as well as gasoline and the funds gained by these taxes would be used towards renewable energies and the discretion of the committee;

7. Recommends that a tariff is implemented on imports in order to give funding for renewable energy in factories.
8. Commends the European Union for their efforts towards clean development and the 20/20 Climate and Energy package and urges other countries to work towards decreasing carbon emissions by 20% by 2050.
